Commissioner Brummer discussed a resolution to list the bids received and contractor selected for the
Community Development Plumbing Rough and Finish Project, 31-2102-Plumb.

Rieva and Tammy
Martin said the Lodging Tax Advisory Committee reconvened the previous week and set funding
amounts for two additional projects: $48,000 for East Lewis County Chamber of Commerce and $15,000
for Lewis County Facilities for repairs of the museum roof.

Brummer abstaining.
